2. This was perhaps seen as too much Chinese interference in the Tibetan region.  What area had an open revolt against China in 1956?  Kham (Sichuan) Inner Tibet
3. What American organization helped the Tibetans destabilize communist China government influence?  CIA
4. Which side is the Red Guard on?  Tibet or China
5. What year did the United States cut off support for Tibet’s resistance efforts?

6.  Beijing refers to which side:  China or Tibet?  China (This is like referring to the United States as “Washington.”) 
7. In 1989 the Dalai Lama refused to go to Beijing. Why?

Because he was not allowed to go to Lhasa, the Tibetan capital (he is in exile).
8.  In 1995 the Dalai Lama announced a young boy was the 11th Panchen Lama.

Why was this troubling to China?  They had not been consulted before this decision was reached.
9.  What is the United States’ official policy toward Tibet?  Recognized as a part of China

10. What is the United States’ unofficial policy toward Tibet?  Encourages independence
