same discussion as at the previous assembly: $10000 for events/Spring 2008; compensations for ExComm officers

Accountability of the GPSO Officers:

Nick Clark: at the end of the semester the officer's activity should be evaluated by the Grad School, just like it is done in case of the SAA positions.

Ted Maxwell: 

- the compensations should be allocated in one lump sum at the end of the semester

- the compensations should not be tied to actions

- the assembly should have a power to revoke the compensation

- this would be better than  offering the amount monthly, in small amounts; so that those who stick to the end are rewarded

- power should be with the voting representatives to revoke the amount
