Once the program
expires, and you wish to continue
to use SPSS, you will need to
purchase a new CD, uninstall the
old SPSS, and install the new one.
To uninstall the old SPSS, from the
Start menu choose Settings and
Control Panel, and double-click
Add/Remove Programs.
