Student Admit Term and Type Codes
To best satisfy the determination of when a student started their degree-seeking career, logic was developed to populate the STU_ADMT_TERM_CD and STU_ADMT_TYP_CD on the IR_DEGR_ADMT_TERM_TYP_GT.  

The STU_ADMT_TERM_CD is determined by the first term that the student was enrolled in as a degree-seeking student (regardless of the campus).  Based on the career and career number on the SR_STU_PGM_STK_ST the appropriate admit type is pulled in from the application (PS_ADM_APPL_DATA).  
Once a year, after the completions data has been frozen for the fiscal year, a query is run to ensure that admit terms and types are available.

 The following columns are captured to report geographical data for a student:

All fields are selected based on the oldest (max) term the student was enrolled and the oldest effective date based on the enrollment.  The highest priority is given to the address type of ADHM followed by MAIL, HOME, and then LOCL.  For example, if there is no address type of ADHM for a student in a term, then a check is done to see if there is an address with the address type of MAIL, etc.
PRSN_ADMT_HM_CNTY_CD  and  PRSN_ADMT_HM_CNTY_NM  - only students with a state address of IN (Indiana) are populated.
