Reporting Race/Ethnicity
Starting Spring 2010

How we report race/ethnicity will change beginning with the Spring semester of 2010.  This change is due to new race/ethnicity reporting requirements from the federal government.  There is a new two question format for gathering data on race/ethnicity.  

Question 1: Are you Hispanic or Latino (Y or N).  

Question 2: What is your race?

a. American Indian or Alaska Native

b. Asian

c. Black or African American

d. Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander

e. White

For question 2 multiple races can be selected.  In the future, HR will re-survey faculty and staff and SIS will re-survey the students via Onestart.  To accommodate this new reporting requirement several new fields have been added to the tables.  These new fields are:

· PRSN_ETHNIC_VLDTD_IND – indicates that the student has answered the two new race/ethnicity questions 
· PRSN_ETHNIC_HISP_IND – indicates the answer to the first question
Possible values for the above fields are ‘Y’ or ‘N’

· PRSN_DRVD_IPEDS_ETHNIC_CD – New IPEDS reporting category codes
· PRSN_DRVD_IPEDS_ETHNIC_DESC – New IPEDS reporting category description

Prior to determining race and ethnicity, the foreign students are coded with a ‘6’ (NR – Alien).  After the foreign student are determined then the race and ethnicity is determined for the rest of the population.  One item to note is that if the person answers Y to the “Are you Hispanic or Latino?” the student will be coded as 3 (Hispanic/Latino) regardless of any other races that are checked. Hispanic/Latino trumps all with the exception of students that are coded as Foreign.

Because some students have already answered the new 2 question race/ethnicity questions it was determined in December that beginning with this spring (4102) we would start using the new IPEDS ethnicity fields in our reports.  
To accommodate this change in race/ethnicity data the views on ethnicity in our reports have changed.  Below is an example from our enrollment report of how we have reported race/ethnicity in the past:
