IR Admission Data and Reports
Overview

IR maintains admission data for applicants to the fall undergraduate cohort, as defined by IPEDS.  As a result, IR admission views may differ from reports available from other sources of IU admission data, including non-IR IUIE reports and campus point-in-cycle reports.

The IR admission snapshot files are used to determine unduplicated counts, by campus, of degree-seeking undergraduate applicants, admits, deposits, and enrolled beginner and external transfer students.  We include applicants to IU who have applied as beginners (FYU) or external transfer students (TRU) for summer or fall.  Also included are students who first enroll as degree-seekers at IU in the summer or fall and have an application for any campus and term with an "admit type" of FYU or TRU.  We only include applicants through the campus fall census date.  Note that we exclude students who attended any IU campus as degree-seekers prior to the summer.

	Description

	IR Incoming UG Summer/Fall Admission Report (President’s report)
	Provides a two-year point-in-time comparison of applicants for the IPEDS beginner and external transfer cohorts.  The Bloomington and IUPUI details include data views by standardized test score ranges. For the regional campuses, this section is replaced with views by student age (as of the first day of fall classes) and top feeder high schools. All of the campus pages include views by gender, race/ethnicity, Indiana HS diploma type, and assumed residency status.  


Data Groups in the IUIE
IR maintains three undergraduate admission data groups:  

	Data Group/Table
	Description

	IR UG Admission Snapshot
	Provides the final set of applicants for an IPEDS cohort, taken at fall census.  This currently contains data beginning with fall 2005.  It will eventually include 10 years of data. 

	IR UG Preliminary Admission Snapshot
	Provides a preliminary set of applicants to the incoming IPEDS cohort.  It is refreshed on a daily basis until fall census.  During the recruitment season, IR compares these data to prior-year data in the IR UG Admission Snapshot data group.  At fall census, the data in the Preliminary Snapshot are considered the final set of applicants and are copied to the IR UG Admission Snapshot.

	IR UG Weekly Admission Snapshot
	Provides a unit-record snapshot, taken on Mondays, of data from the IR UG Preliminary Admission Snapshot.  These data are used for the President’s Admission report described above.


Note:  The last two data groups are currently in development.  We plan to publish them in the IUIE in April or May, 2009.
All three data groups include a single record for each combination of IPEDS cohort fall term, applicant, and campus.  For each applicant row, a variety of attributes are available in the data group:

Uses of the Data

IR uses these data to determine unduplicated counts, by campus, of degree-seeking undergraduate applicants, admits, deposits, and enrolled beginner and external transfer students for the fall semester at IU.  These data are often compared with the previous year’s data, as of a given date.  For other reports, these data may be compared to preliminary data for the next incoming fall class in IR_ADM_SNPSHT_PRLM_GT.  These data are also used for IPEDS (Institutional Characteristics), the Common Data Set (Section C), and the IU Fact Book.
IR also uses these data to calculate the ratio of admitted to applied students (admitted count/applied count) to indicate selectivity.  The ratio of students in the cohort to admitted students (cohort count/admitted count) is IR’s measure of yield.
Comparison of the IR Admission Data and Other IUIE Reports

Here are some differences between the IR Admission Data and other reports in the IUIE and on various campus websites (e.g. the IUPUI Point-in-Cycle reports):

	Issue
	IUIE/Point-in-Cycle reports
	IR Admission Data

	How beginners are defined
	Based on the admit type (FYU) entered by the campus admissions office.
	Based on the admit type (FYU) associated with the student's enrollment.  Note that if multiple campuses code a student differently, IR may classify a student differently than a particular campus admissions office. 

	How external transfer students are defined
	Based on the admit type entered by the campus admissions office.  Each campus includes different admit types in their definition of "external transfer," including TRU (transfer) and BAC (previous baccalaureate recipient).
	Based on the admit type (TRU) associated with the student's enrollment that meets the IPEDS definition for external transfer students.  Note that if multiple campuses code a student differently, IR may classify a student differently than a particular campus admissions office. 

	Inclusion and definition of continuing students
	Campus admissions offices generally rely on the student to identify whether he or she is a continuing student in the IU system.
	IR excludes students who have enrolled previously as degree-seeking students on any IU campus, based on IR or IU student records data.

	Inclusion and definition of degree-seeking students
	This varies by campus, but many campuses base this on the academic level assigned on the student's application.
	IR only includes students with an academic level of freshman, sophomore, junior, or senior.  Students must also have a degree-seeking academic program on their application.

	Inclusion of students with no campus application
	These are excluded from campus IUIE admissions reports.
	IR includes students who first enroll as degree-seeking students for the summer or fall, even if they have no admission application for that campus.

	How students are counted
	By application, providing duplicated counts of students.
	Unduplicated counts of students by IR report campus (IUPUI and IUPU Columbus are combined into one unduplicated count.)

	Which entry terms are included.
	Campus reports only provide counts for fall applicants.
	Applicants for either summer or fall are included to match the IPEDS guidelines.

	How the application and admit dates are determined
	Based on the date when a student is added to the campus' weekly snapshot table (generally on Mondays).
	Based on the oldest date when a student applied or was admitted for the summer or fall for each campus.

	How applicant is defined
	Students whose application is considered current (current applications) at the time of the campus' weekly snapshot.
	Students who applied at any time for the summer or fall term, regardless of whether their application is current in the "current applications" report in the IUIE.

	How admit is defined
	Based on combinations of "action" and "reason" codes on a student's "current application."
	Based on the historical "program status" associated with each student's application.  This is a more global measure of a student's application status.

	Projected residency status
	No value is listed for summer/fall 2009 applicants whose residency status has not been recorded on their student record.
	For 2008 and 2009 applicants who have no residency status when the IR report is generated, they are classified as "in-state" or "out-of-state" based on their home address.

	Top feeder high schools (regional campuses)
	This may be calculated on an ad hoc basis by each campus, using various guidelines.
	The IR report selects the top five high schools for the campus for summer/fall 2008 beginner applicants, and both 2008 and 2009 student counts are provided for these schools.  IR uses the last high school attended, based on the most up-to-date record entered by any campus admissions office for the student.

	2008 applicant attributes
	Applicant attributes may be based on the weekly snapshots used by the campuses.
	IR applicant attributes are based on data available at fall 2008 census.

	Definition of international applicant
	This may be based on the application type completed by students (i.e. the international student application).  It is identified as “application center” in the IUIE.
	IR reports U.S. non-resident aliens as international students, as identified by their “derived ethnicity.”  For applicants who have no “derived ethnicity,” IR also includes applicants who applied through the campus international admissions office, but excludes those students who are naturalized citizens or resident aliens based on their U.S. visa type.
