IR Student Financial Aid Data and Reports

Overview

IR maintains a variety of information about student financial aid recipients at all IU campuses.  This information is used for reporting to federal and state agencies, publishers who share information about IU with prospective students, and IU administrators.  Summary information is also published on our website, as described below.
What is Included in IR Student Financial Aid?

For IR purposes, student financial aid includes loans for students and their parents and gift aid that are recorded in the IU Student Information System.  IR also includes federal and State of Indiana work study that is recorded in the IU Labor Ledger.  Gift aid does not need to be earned (like work study) or repaid (like loans).  Gift aid examples include undergraduate scholarships, grants to help undergraduates with financial need, fellowships for graduate and professional students, and fee remissions for students and IU employees.  Note that loans reported by IR exclude short-term IU emergency loans for students.  Finally, note that IR only includes gift aid and loans that students may use for the following expenses: credit hour fees, mandatory fees, books and supplies, room, board, local transportation, and reasonable personal expenses while attending IU.

Student financial aid is funded from federal, State of Indiana, IU, and private sources.  Funds from international sources and states other than Indiana are reported as “private.”  IR also follows the reporting definitions published in the Common Data Set (www.commondataset.org), which categorize funds from organizations like the IU Foundation as institutional funds.

Most IR financial aid reports only include students who were enrolled on their campus census date for fall, spring, or summer, or who completed a degree in the prior fiscal year.  Also, IR includes all aid recipients who meet the definitions above, regardless of whether they filed a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).

IR reports financial aid by students’ home campus for each academic term.  Generally, the home campus is where the student will receive his or her degree.  As a result, the IU campus where IR reports a student’s financial aid may differ from where the student’s aid was disbursed.

Categorizing Financial Aid
IR reports student financial aid based on the funding source, the basis for selecting recipients, and the type of each financial aid award.  The primary source for these attributes is the IU Financial Information System (FIS).   IR also consults published descriptions of award programs on federal, state, and IU websites when assigning reporting attributes to awards.  Finally, IR also consults the category of each award code in the IU Student Information System (Student Financials item type tree node).
The IR financial aid award categories are available in the IUIE and the IU Data Warehouse for each student award and award fund in a field called “keyword3.”  An overview of the keyword3 values, along with tips for using this field, is available in the IR Financial Aid Reporting Categories document on our website.
